Section 1:  Permissions

A company administrator may or may not have the correct permissions to use this feature. The administrator may have limited permissions, for example, they can affect only certain groups and/or use only certain options (view but not create or edit). 

If a company administrator needs to use this feature and does not have the proper permissions, they should contact the company's SAP Concur administrator.

Also, the administrator should be aware that some of the tasks described in this guide can be completed only by SAP Concur. In this case, the client must initiate a service request with SAP Concur support. 
Section 2:  Overview

If the Concur Receiving function is activated, a company can include a Purchase Order (PO) good’s receipt. A good’s receipt can be included for imported PO’s as well as manually created PO’s and facilitates the three-way PO matching process. 
The Purchase Order receipt extract is useful for clients who want to update their ERP or inventory system with records of the SAP Concur-entered receipt for inventory purposes. On extract from the Invoice system, the client can then import the extracted receipt data into their system of record, so the inventory values reflect the quantities received.
NOTE: Clients using both Concur Receiving and Receipt import please note this extract includes both Concur Receiving and external imported receipts.

File Naming Conventions

The extract file name may be of a special format in naming convention; your SAP Concur Consultant can help with this information.
